CONSENT AGENDA – Motion P. Kelley, second Gustafson to approve the Consent Agenda item 3 (minutes of March 20 Council Meeting and Public Hearing and March 24 Special Council Meeting) and to table the December 31, 2005 Treasurer’s Report.  THE MOTION CARRIED
2005 AUDIT PRESENTATION—STEVE WISCHMANN, C.P.A. – Steve Wischmann of  Kern, DeWenter, Viere spent about 50 minutes reviewing the Management Letter and the Audited Financial Statements for the year ended December 31, 2005.  He noted the City received an unqualified opinion, which was the highest that could be received.  He added that the financial condition of the city was consistently healthy.

A.T.V. ASSOCIATION OF MN – The City Administrator received a letter from the All-Terrain Vehicle Association of Minnesota requesting approval of an application for exempt permit for a drawing to be held during their ATV Convention in Silver Bay on September 15-17, 2006.

EAST LAKE CLINIC BOARD - The City Administrator received a letter from Shelley Fredrickson, Officer Supervisor of the Bay Area Health Center, requesting that a City Representative serve on the East Lake Clinic Board and explaining that Pete Schmidt had expressed interest in serving. OLD BUSINESS  

MARY MACDONALD BUILDING – Member Gustafson explained that he and P. Kelley had visited the Mary MacDonald Building and found that some of the lessees are concerned that their lease payments are going up soon and the Pharmacy is not there yet.  Members Gustafson and P. Kelley recommend delaying the increase in lease payment until the Pharmacy is there.  Mr. Smith will review the leases and report back to Council.  NEXT AGENDA
