Mayor Kind called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Mayor Kind expressed his thanks to Member Gustafson for all the hard work he did to make the Golden Jubilee Celebration such a success.  Member Gustafson added that 16 other people helped in the efforts and their hard work is also greatly appreciated.

PETITIONS, REQUEST, & COMMUNICATIONS

INTRODUCTION OF NEW POLICE OFFICER – Police Chief Billings was present to introduce Silver Bay’s newest Police Officer, Mitch Dow, to the community.  The Council welcomed Officer Dow.

LETTER FROM LAKE COUNTY HWY. DEPT. COUNTY ENGINEER GOODMAN – A letter was received from County Engineer Goodman explaining the limited uses allowed in the new underpass on TH61.   Due to the nature of the grant and the criteria for the enhancement program, bicycle and pedestrian use is the only traffic allowed.  Motorized (ATV) use is not allowed, with the exception of snowmobile use during the winter months when the trail is not in use.  Mayor Kind stated he spoke with a member of the Trail Committee about concerns with placing a bicycle trail on Outer Drive through the flower trail when the road is wide enough for bike traffic to utilize the shoulder.  The Trail Committee Member stated a route has not been designated to this date.  Council expressed their displeasure that ATV users would have to utilize a separate at-grade crossing to cross highway 61 and how the Council should try to somehow have this rule changed.  Member Gustafson suggested talking to Congressman Oberstar when members of the council meet with him on August 19th.

THE RESOLUTION WAS ADOPTED

Member P. Kelley asked what the cost would be to demolish the Bell Apts.  Mayor Kind stated that we would not know the cost until bids are received for the project.  Mr. Smith stated we would not have to match the grant as prior expenses have fulfilled that requirement.

OLD BUSINESS    

WM. KELLEY AREA PARKING – Chief Billings was present to discuss parking issues on Outer Drive by the Wm. Kelley School.  Chief Billings stated he had met with Parks & Rec. Director Mike Guzzo, the Parks & Rec. Board, and Street Supt. James Larson and they all agreed with the Safety Committee’s recommendation to make the north entrance to Wm. Kelly School a posted one-way entrance only.  Mr. Guzzo also expressed his desire to extend the yellow no-parking zone at the south entrance to the Arena by 10 feet.  Motion J. Kelly, second P. Kelley to accept the Safety Committee’s recommendation to make the north entrance to Wm. Kelly School a posted one-way entrance and to extend the yellow no-parking zone at the south entrance to the Arena by 10 feet.  THE MOTION CARRIED
NEW BUSINESS

AUTHORIZATION TO GO TO BID FOR REMEDIATION & DEMOLITION OF BELL APTS. – Motion J. Kelly, second P. Kelley to authorize the City Administrator to acquire bids for remediation and demolition of the Bell Apts.  THE MOTION CARRIED
FIRST FY07 BUDGET WORK SESSION – Motion J. Kelly, second Gustafson to schedule the first FY07 budget work session for August 14, 2006, at 9:00 a.m. with a second work session to follow on August 21, 2006, at 9:00 a.m.  THE MOTION CARRIED
SET FY07 TRUTH-IN-TAXATION HEARING – Motion J. Kelly, second Gustafson to set the FY07 Truth-In-Taxation Hearing for December 4, 2006, at 7:00 p.m. with continuation December 18, 2006, at 7:00 p.m., if necessary.  THE MOTION CARRIED  

AUTHORIZION OF MUTUAL AID AGREEMENT – LAW ENFORCEMENT & FIRE SAFETY – Attorney Johnson stated the only agreement he has seen to date is labeled ‘draft’.  Motion J. Kelly, second P. Kelley to agree to the terms of the draft Law Enforcement and Fire Safety Mutual Aid Agreement as per Attorney Johnson’s recommendation with the understanding that a Resolution would be passed entering into the agreement when an original is received assuming there are no changes.  THE MOTION CARRIED 

Mayor Kind explained that he signed two Proclamations, one for the Penny Starkovich Park of Promise, and the second proclaiming August 11, 2006, as Lake County Relay for Life Day.  Motion J. Kelly, second DeRosier to approve the Mayors’ signing of both the Proclamation for the Penny Starkovich Park of Promise and the Proclamation proclaiming August 11, 2006, as Lake County Relay for Life Day.  THE MOTION CARRIED 

Police Chief Billings made a recommendation to designate Officer Ron Jonson as Assistant Police Chief to take the place of retired Assistant Police Chief Frank Redfield.  Member DeRosier asked what the standard procedure was in appointing an Assistant Police Chief.  It was stated that the Police Chief could make a recommendation with Attorney Johnson stating it was ultimately up to the Council to make the determination.  Motion J. Kelly, second DeRosier to refer the appointment of an Assistant Police Chief to the Personnel Committee for review and to bring a recommendation back to Council for their approval.  THE MOTION CARRIED 

Member P. Kelley asked what the City’s policy was for hiring non-City employees such as janitors, airport staff and building managers.  After a lengthy discussion, it was determined that the City Attorney should look into finding a uniform way of hiring non-employee hires.

Member DeRosier shared a letter from Steve Elam explaining how he will be retiring from the Fire Department after serving over 20 years.  Mr. Elam thanked the City and the other fire members that he has had the privilege of working with over the years.  Member DeRosier wanted to recognize Mr. Elam and thank him for his years of service on the Fire Dept. in the position of fire fighter.  Motion DeRosier, second P. Kelly to commend Mr. Steve Elam for serving on the Silver Bay Fire Department for over 20 years helping to protect Silver Bay and it’s surrounding communities and that the City Administrator would write a letter to Mr. Elam, to be signed by the Mayor, expressing the City’s appreciation.  THE MOTION CARRIED 

CLAIMS – Motion J. Kelly, second P. Kelley to approve payment of $109,243.54 unpaid claims and $61,003.71 paid claims as presented.  THE MOTION CARRIED
