LETTER OF RESIGNATION FROM COUNCIL MEMBER OTTERBLAD – Motion J. Kelly, second Gustafson to accept the resignation of Council Member Rob Otterblad, effective immediately, with regret.  THE MOTION CARRIED
NORTH SHORE AREA PARTNERS – Susan Frericks, Program Director for the Living at Home/Block Nurse Program, was present to explain the mission (helping the elderly remain in the home of their choice for as long as possible) and scope of the program and sources of funding and to answer questions regarding the program’s budget and request for donations. 

Motion P. Kelley, second Gustafson to donate $500 to the North Shore Area Partners.  THE MOTION CARRIED
LEAGUE OF MN CITIES LETTER RE: POLICY COMMITTEE MEMBERSHIP – Motion Gustafson, second P. Kelley to approve Council Members J. Kelly and P. Kelley signing up to serve on the League of MN Cities “Improving Local Economies” Policy Committee.  THE MOTION CARRIED
LEAGUE OF MN CITIES LETTER RE: REGIONAL MEETING HOST CITIES – Motion P. Kelley, second J. Kelly to approve Silver Bay as a host site for the September 26 League of MN Cities Regional Meeting.  THE MOTION CARRIED

INVITATION TO PARTICIPATE IN ST. URHO’S PARADE – Motion J. Kelly, second P. Kelley to approve putting the Silver Bay float in condition for the St. Urho’s Parade and to purchase candy for distribution at the parade.  THE MOTION CARRIED
Motion Gustafson, second J. Kelly that Silver Bay participate in the March 18 St. Urho’s Day Parade with the city float.  THE MOTION CARRIED
DEPARTMENTS – CITY ADMINISTRATOR – REQUEST AUTHORIZATION TO ATTEND ANNUAL MN CLERKS AND FINANCE CONFERENCE (INCLUDING ELECTION ADMINISTRATION) – Member Gustafson suggested the City might send the administrator one year and the deputy clerk-treasurer the alternate year.

Motion J. Kelly, second R. Kind to allow the city administrator to attend the March 14-17 MN Municipal Clerks and Finance Officers Association Annual Conference in St. Cloud, MN with usual expenses paid and to suggest that next year the deputy clerk-treasurer attend this conference.

Member P. Kelley noted it would cost the City about $1500, considering lodging, travel, conference fee, and wages and questioned expending that much to send someone to the conference.  Member J. Kelly felt it was a worthwhile conference to attend.

CITY ATTORNEY – SCHEDULE OF FINES PURSUANT TO SILVER BAY CITY CODE, SECTION 130, SUBD. 3 – Asst. City Atty. Morris reviewed the proposed resolution to adopt a schedule of administrative fines for violations of the City Code and answered questions from Council members regarding the fines, hearing procedure and administrative citation which would be used.  He noted this was a simple fine schedule with the same fee for all violations ($80 for a first violation, $200 for succeeding violations within one year of the last finding of violation), the hearing officer’s fees were not included in the fine, the hearing officer could change a fine at the hearing, the offender or his attorney could make a summary statement at the hearing.  Member P. Kelley asked that the language of the resolution regarding a late payment fee be clarified to indicate an offender would not be subject to a late payment fee if a hearing was requested.
