CONSENT AGENDA – Motion Gustafson, second J. Kelly to approve the consent agenda item 3 (minutes of January 3 Council Meeting), item 4 (November 2005 Treasurer’s Report) and to set a closed session following the regular Council Meeting to consider potential employee discipline and a potential conflict of interest.  THE MOTION CARRIED
PETITIONS, REQUESTS, & COMMUNICATIONS – Notice of Conference for Newly Elected and Experienced Officials at Cohasset January 27-28.

NEW BUSINESS

PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION REZONING RECOMMENDATION – Planning and Zoning Commission held a public hearing on January 11 to consider the request of Mike Trumbull to rezone property known as the old gun club property from LI to R-2.  Member P. Kelley said no one at the public hearing had expressed opposition to rezoning the property.

Motion J. Kelly, second P. Kelley to accept the recommendation of the Planning and Zoning Commission to rezone the property known as the old gun club property from LI to R-2.   THE MOTION CARRIED
DEPARTMENTS

CITY ATTORNEY – OPINION RE: EMPLOYMENT STATUS OF ADMINISTRATIVE HEARING OFFICER – Attorney Johnson reviewed his opinion with Council and stated the Council could use its discretion as to who would best serve the City as a Board member of the MN Association of Small Cities (MAOSC).   Mayor Kind said he had told the executive director of the MAOSC that he would be available to serve on the Board for the remainder of 2006.

Motion J. Kelly, second Gustafson to approve the appointment of Mayor Kind as a representative on the Board of the MN Association of Small Cities if the Association approves the Mayor’s application.  THE MOTION CARRIED

OLD BUSINESS

MILEAGE AND MEALS POLICY AND DISCUSSION – Council discussed possible changes to the meal reimbursement policy.

Motion P. Kelley, second J. Kelly that the maximum reimbursement for meals will be $8/breakfast, $10/lunch, and $20/dinner whether or not the conference is located in the Metro area or not, and that, in addition, the meal gratuity will also be reimbursed with the understanding no reimbursement will be made without a receipt for actual expenses paid.  THE MOTION CARRIED

MILEAGE REIMBURSEMENT/USE OF CITY CAR – Member J. Kelly asked for guidance regarding use of the city car and reimbursement for use of his own car when he was on a trip that was only part city business.  He stated that as a member of several area organizations, committees, task forces, etc, he tried to combine trips as much as possible and asked Council to think about this and discuss it at a future meeting.

TRAFFIC ENFORCEMENT—WM. KELLEY AREA – Member P. Kelley expressed his concerns about speeding cars when the school crossing guards were on duty.  He suggested the police department should be present at Kelley during these times to provide more safety and security at the crossing area and also in general for children walking to and from school.  Other Council members agreed.

Motion J. Kelly, second P. Kelley that the City Administrator relay the concerns of the Council to the Police Chief and work with him on a plan to provide police presence at Kelley School at the beginning and end of the school day.  THE MOTION CARRIED
NEW BUSINESS

AIRPORT COMMISSION RECOMMENDATION ON WORK ORDER FOR TAXILANE RELOCATION – The Airport Commission has recommended not proceeding with the work order for up to 3 months because of budget concerns.

CLAIMS – Motion J. Kelly, second Gustafson to approve payment of $51,110.94 unpaid claims and $78,307.65 plus $53,721.61 of paid claims as presented.   CARRIED
Council closed the regular meeting at 7:30 p.m. in order to hold a closed session to consider potential employee discipline and to consider potential conflict of interest.
