Mayor Kind called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

CONSENT AGENDA – Motion P. Kelley, second Gustafson to approve the Consent Agenda item 3 (minutes of December 19 Budget Work Session and minutes of December 19 Council Meeting/Truth-in-Taxation Hearing Continuation).  THE MOTION CARRIED
PETITIONS, REQUESTS, & COMMUNICATIONS

Letter from Carlene Perfetto, recently appointed Silver Bay Hearing Officer, stating she has been told she qualifies to represent Region Four on the MN Association of Small Cities (MAOSC) Board and asking that Council appoint her to this Board.  Council expressed their desire to have either a member of the Council or a fulltime City employee as a member of the Board and asked the City Attorney to determine what the status of employment was for a Hearing Officer.

WORKSHOP FOR EXPERIENCED public officials.  - Motion Gustafson, second P. Kelley to approve the Mayor’s attendance at the February 17-18 Workshop for Experienced Public Officials in Bloomington, MN, with usual expenses paid.  THE MOTION CARRIED

DEPARTMENTS - CITY ATTORNEY – OPINION ON REQUEST FOR CONTRIBUTION – Attorney Johnson stated the City could make a contribution to the North Shore Area Partners.  He recommended, however, that the City request a financial statement from the agency before it considered making a contribution.  NEXT AGENDA

Attorney Johnson stated he had previously submitted an opinion that the City could make a contribution to the 50th Anniversary Committee.

ANNUAL CITY ATTORNEY’S MEETING - Motion P. Kelley, second Gustafson to pay usual expenses for the attendance of the City Attorney at the February 3-4 Annual City Attorneys’ Meeting.  THE MOTION CARRIED
OLD BUSINESS – MILEAGE AND MEALS POLICY AND DISCUSSION – Tabled

Larry Schuler was present regarding placement of signage for the antique business for which he had a home occupation permit at 29 Adams.  He stated he had been placing temporary signs on both Outer Drive and Highway 61 in order to help people find his residence, but Planning and Zoning had informed him he could not place signs on Outer Drive and had, in addition, said his permit could be revoked if he continued to place the signage.  Mr. Schuler felt he brought business to other businesses in town since the people who stopped at his home asked about eating places and other places to shop.

Attorney Johnson clarified that regardless of what the County would allow on its roads, the City had jurisdiction over any signage on roads within the City boundaries.  Mayor Kind suggested Mr. Schuler explain his situation fully to the Planning and Zoning Commission for review before approaching the Council.

NEW BUSINESS

DESIGNATE OFFICIAL NEWSPAPER – Motion Gustafson, second P. Kelley to designate the Lake County News-Chronicle as the official newspaper for 2006.  CARRIED
DESIGNATE OFFICIAL DEPOSITORIES – Motion P. Kelley, second Gustafson to designate the following official depositories for 2006:  The Lake Bank; Wells Fargo Bank;  4M Fund; and Miller, Johnson, Steichen, Kinnard.  CARRIED
APPOINT ACTING MAYOR – Motion Gustafson, second P. Kelley to appoint James Kelly to serve as acting mayor in the absence of the mayor during 2006.  CARRIED
COMMISSION ASSIGNMENTS FOR 2006 – Motion P. Kelley, second Gustafson that Commission assignments of Council members during 2006 remain unchanged from 2005.  CARRIED

CITY FEES DISCUSSION – Mr. Smith noted Council had taken action at the December 19 meeting to increase hangar rental fees to $85/month beginning January 1, 2006.  He said department heads had been asked to review existing fees and the Street Supt. had suggested changing the following equipment rates:  backhoe from $71 to $80/hour, loader from $85 to $90/hour, grader from $85 to $90/hour, excavator from $90 to $110/hour, sweeper from $60 to $65/hour, pickup plow truck from $65 to $70/hour.   Council agreed to these increases which had been reviewed by the Public Works Commission.
