PETITIONS, REQUEST, & COMMUNICATIONS

BEAVER BAY TOWNSHIP FIRE AGREEMENT – Pat Taylor, Jerry Larson, and Mary Jane VandenHuevel were present in regard to the Beaver Bay Township fire agreement.  They stated that the fire logs from past years and the data from those logs, which was used as part of the formula for the cost of their Township’s fire protection, included calls that were not in Beaver Bay Township.  After discussion, Council agreed an extension of time should be granted in order that the Township could work with the Silver Bay fire department to clarify and correct the logs, if needed. 

Motion J. Kelly, second Gustafson to extend the existing fire protection agreement with Beaver Bay Township until October 31, 2006, in order to have time to acquire accurate data for a new agreement.  THE MOTION CARRIED
The Police Activity Report for June was available for Council review.  Member J. Kelly asked if the Council could receive an animal control report at least once a quarter.

MARY MACDONALD MANAGER’S CONTRACT – The Mary MacDonald Building Committee has asked that Council approve a building manager contract with Chris Buckley.  Atty. Johnson reported the committee had approved the list of the manager’s responsibilities and Mr. Buckley had agreed to serve in that capacity.  In lieu of paying him $10/hour, he will keep track of his hours and his rent will be adjusted according.   

Motion J. Kelly, second Gustafson to approve entering into a building manager contract for Mary MacDonald Center with Chris Buckley.  THE MOTION CARRIED
MN/DOT AGREEMENT – Attorney Johnson explained the changes he had made to the agreement with MN/DOT to place the water line under the highway .

Motion J. Kelly, second DeRosier to adopt Resolution 2006-#26, A Resolution Authorizing Mn/DOT Agreement #87618 as modified by the City Attorney.
