Mayor Kind called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

CONSENT AGENDA – Motion J. Kelly, second Gustafson to approve the Consent Agenda item 3 (minutes of June 19 Council Meeting).  THE MOTION CARRIED

PETITIONS, REQUESTS, & COMMUNICATIONS

LAKE COUNTY SHERIFF—INFORMATION RE: PUBLIC SAFETY SERVICES COST –

Information received from the county indicates costs to provide the same police service as the city currently has would be higher than what the city budget now is.  Member J. Kelly stated this showed the city’s existing police force was providing services at a competitive price.  Member Gustafson apologized to police department employees for the stress placed on them because they did not know whether or not their jobs were secure.  Member P. Kelley thanked members of the task force for their efforts.

Motion J. Kelly, second Gustafson to dissolve the Police Task Force.  THE MOTION CARRIED
Letter from John Double stating he has accepted a position in another school district and will therefore be leaving Silver Bay.

DEPARTMENTS

CITY ATTORNEY – Attorney Johnson indicated that if there were litigation connected with the Silver Bay water line highway dispute, discussions on the legal strategy should be in closed session.

OLD BUSINESS

STUDENT PARKING AT AND AROUND WM. KELLEY SCHOOL – Council discussed being prepared for the possibility that the school would re-establish its parking fees for the coming school year.  Some ideas offered by Council to alleviate problems if students parked on city streets were for a one-way road, no-parking zones, and calendar parking.   Council asked Chief Billings to discuss ideas for parking in and around Wm. Kelley School with the street superintendent and recreation director and to bring recommendations back to Council.

NEW BUSINESS

PERSONNEL COMMITTEE REPORT & RECOMMENDATION RE: FULL TIME POLICE OFFICER – Attorney Johnson stated that the Council could go into closed session to discuss the personnel committee’s recommendations for full time police officer since there might be private data of some of the applicants involved.

2006 ELECTION JUDGES – Motion J. Kelly, second P. Kelley to adopt Resolution 2006-#23, Approving Election Judges for the September 12 Primary Election and the November 7 General Election.   Precinct #1 judges are Mary Anne Stebbins (Chair), Carol Youngberg, Marie Frey, Carol Roeben, Debbie Ackley, Dennis Herdina; alternates are Elwood Youngberg, George Pope, and Marjorie Jorgenson.  Precinct #2 judges are Gale Fredrickson (Chair), Kay Swanson, Elsie Becker, Carol Houle, Lorraine Kinnear, Rachel Hausmann; alternates are Marie Radeck, Betty Hylden, Mary Ann Shannon, and Hansa Hirani.  Health Care Facility (Veterans Home) judges are Rose Elam and Marjorie Jorgenson.

THE RESOLUTION WAS ADOPTED

AUTHORIZATION FOR 1 – 4 DAY TEMPORARY ON-SALE LIQUOR LICENSE – Motion Gustafson, second J. Kelly to approve the application of the Silver Bay Municipal Liquor Store for a 1 to 4 day temporary on-sale liquor license for the Jubilee Celebration July 28 and 29, 2006.  THE MOTION CARRIED
USE OF CITY FLOAT IN PARADES – Motion Gustafson, second J. Kelly to authorize using the city truck and city float in the Superior, Wisconsin July 4th parade.  THE MOTION CARRIED
Motion Gustafson, second J. Kelly to authorize using the city truck and city float in the Two Harbors Heritage Days parade July 8.  THE MOTION CARRIED
Atty. Johnson said when the Council authorized construction of a city float, it was with the intent that it would be used.  Council, therefore, did not need to authorize its use for each individual parade.   

Member Gustafson thanked the senior workshop members for the work they did building the city float.  He also thanked Julie Jensen and Josh Hofschulte for the work they did on the banner for the float.

Member J. Kelly noted he was in contact with many people in his travels for the city and opportunities sometimes arose to discuss economic development.  He said he did not want to replace the EDA and would not make any commitments for the City, but he would like to be able to pursue these conversations and bring back information to the City.   Discussion followed.  Council members felt it would be an advantage to the City to have Member Kelly  discuss economic development and sell the assets of the city.  

Motion DeRosier, second Gustafson to authorize Council Member James Kelly to continue efforts in economic development and to bring that information back to the City to pursue as needed.  THE MOTION CARRIED
CLAIMS – Motion J. Kelly, second P. Kelley to approve payment of $3,823.19 unpaid claims and $130,184.86 paid claims as presented.  THE MOTION CARRIED
CLOSED MEETING - Mayor Kind announced the meeting closed at 7:35 p.m. for the purpose of discussing the qualification of applicants for the police position since it might involve private data of each of the candidates.

The meeting re-opened at 7:46 p.m.

Motion Gustafson, second P. Kelley to hire Mitchell Dow as a full time police officer for the City of Silver Bay.  THE MOTION CARRIED
CITY CLEAN-UP DAY – Member Gustafson reported that John’s Sanitary Service would provide a dumpster at the city garage for a clean-up day but the city would have to be in charge of the pick-up of items and monitoring the amount.  Member Gustafson stated residents would be limited to disposing of 1 cubic yard of material free of charge.  The intent would be to assist people who could not transport or pay for the removal of items such as old appliances currently stored on their property.  Member J. Kelly did not feel city crews should be used to assist in the clean-up effort since the city already contracted for garbage disposal.

Council members raised concerns about the cost to the city for this clean-up and about residents taking advantage of this offer to clean out their basements or garages.  

Motion J. Kelly, second Gustafson that the City hold a clean-up day July 19 for the purpose of removing external items on properties to enhance the appearance of the town for the Jubilee celebration the end of July.  

Council members suggested informing residents the clean-up was for removal of unsightly items in their yards and, if residents needed further clarification, they should call the city.
