MR. RICK DANIELS RE: ADMIN. CODE – Following an invite to attend the Council meeting, Mr. Daniels was not present to address his questions regarding the Administrative Code and Fine Schedule.

The E.D.A. requested that Council discuss the option of having intoxicating alcohol sold on Sundays in the interest of future Business Park buyers and existing local businesses alike.  It would be at the discretion of the business owner whether or not to sell on Sundays.  Attorney Morris has already given his legal opinion on the matter.  Member Kelley stated this effort is being made to help take a more proactive approach to marketing the Business Park.

Mayor Kind stated he received a communication from Mr. Brumberg supporting the consideration of the elimination of the Police Dept. and replacing it with services from Lake County, as was brought out during a recent Truth-in-Taxation Hearing.

REQUEST APPROVAL OF TAXILANE RELOCATION – Member Gustafson explained the importance of relocating the taxilane at the airport and requests Council approval of Work Order 2006-01 with the engineering firm of R.S.&H so that the taxilane would be in compliance with state regulations.  The Cost of the project is $21,700 of which 95% would be paid for by FAA funds, for design work and project management.

VISITOR GUIDE PROPOSAL – Member Gustafson explained how the Jubilee Committee is requesting a Visitor Guide for the Silver Bay area.  A small section would be designated for the Golden Jubilee.  The cost of this project is $2,500.  Because the Committee’s budget is limited and the Visitor Guide would benefit the City, they are requesting the City pay 75% of the cost to have 5,000 issues published.  Motion Kind, second DeRosier to allow the City to pay for 75% of the $2,500 cost to publish a Visitor Guide for the Silver Bay area at the Golden Jubilee Committee’s request with the Golden Jubilee Committee picking up the remaining 25%.  THE MOTION CARRIED 

Attorney Morris stated he had just finished reviewing ARDC’s proposed Comp. Plan update contract and found it acceptable.  Motion Gustafson, second Kelley to accept ARDC’s proposal to update the Comp. Plan and sign the contract.  THE MOTION CARRIED

Mayor Kind closed the Council meeting and opened the hearing regarding Mn D.N.R. Outdoor Recreation Grants at 7:32 p.m.

PUBLIC HEARING – MN DNR OUTDOOR RECREATION GRANTS

PURPOSE:  Receive citizen input on proposed Mn D.N.R. Outdoor Recreation Grant Applications for both “Bayside Park” and the “Recreation Park Complex”.

Mark LeBlanc suggested the City look into the possibility of a City owned campground as the City has so much to offer campers including tennis, playgrounds, ball fields and swimming.  Mayor Kind suggested Mr. LeBlanc present his ideas to the Parks & Recreation Board.  Marie Frey questioned whether or not bathrooms and showers would have to be provided to campers.

Administrator Smith discussed the two Mn DNR Outdoor Recreation Grants that the City is in the process of applying for.  The deadline for application is March 31st.  The first grant is for sub base and asphalt improvements to the trail and picnic area at Bayside Park.  The second grant includes both sub base and asphalt for the Recreation Outdoor Ice Rink and new lighting and related improvements for the Recreation Ballfield.  He stated the estimated cost for the ballfield lights is $77,000; the improvements to Bayside Park $12,000; and the outdoor rink $10,000.  Fifty percent of these costs would be paid for by the grants provided by the D.N.R. with the remaining amount paid for by the Blue Line Club, Silver Bay Softball Association, Lake County Recreation and the City Parks & Recreation.  Mr. Guzzo is currently securing the funds from these organizations by way of letters of commitment as specified by grant rules.
